Numbers and Dates

1. FESTIVALS OF THE BRITISH

New Year's Day. The first of January is Scotland's great national holiday, after midnight church services
people begin wishing one another a Happy New Year. The first person putting foot across the threshold' on
New Year's Day is called a 'first-foot', and is thought to bring good luck for the coming year.

New Year's Day is spent in visiting family and friends and exchanging greetings and good wishes.

Mothering Sunday is the fourth Sunday in Lent?. It is the day when all children go home to visit their
parents and take them gifts. The mother's traditional present is a rich plum cake.

The mother is always in the center of attention on this day.

Good Friday is the Friday preceding Easter. There are numerous beliefs about work done on Good Friday.
If you wash, the suds® will turn to blood, if you hand out clothes, they will be spotted with blood, should you
break a piece of crockery?, however, you will have good luck, as the sharp points will penetrate® Judas' body.

Easter. The sun dances for joy on Easter morning in memory of Christ's resurrection®.

The Easter holidays — the Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday following the festival have always been
celebrated as a period of recreation and amusements. Among the traditional amusements are exchanging gifts
of coloured eggs, «lifting» and dancing on the village green. Lifting means rising at dawn. Probably this cus-
tom originated in 1290, when Edward I gave money to those who lifted or raised him from his bed on Easter.

May 1 originated in the Roman times in honour of the goddess Flora. In many places picturesque’ pro-
cessions of white-clad May queens go through town and village streets and dance about the Maypole®.

Christmas in the British Isles is characterized by picturesque customs, Christmas cards and mistletoe’.
Plum puddings have always been associated with Christmas.

Boxing Day is the British name for the second day after Christmas. People receive gifts called Christmas
boxes on Boxing Day.

This great holiday is celebrated in the USA with parades, red, white and blue decorations, and fireworks®.

And what is meant by Decoration Day?

Decoration Day is a holiday celebrated on May 30 in honour of soldiers killed in the American Civil
War. It is customary to decorate the graves®of Civil War soldiers, all soldiers, as well as of relatives and
friends. People visit cemeteries’ and decorate the graves with plants and flowers. The President of the United
States usually visits the National Cemetery at Arlington, Virginia.

Are there any gay holidays?

Oh, yes. It's Saint Valentine's Day which is widely celebrated on February 14, and not only among
young people but also among persons of all ages. People exchange gifts called 'valentines'. Gay decorations
of red paper hearts, refreshments of heart cakes and crimson®candies pay honour to the memory of Saint
Valentine, patron of sweethearts and lovers.

There are some more minor’ holidays too. They are called minor because they aren't celebrated everywhere
throughout the country. Schools and banks usually close on these days, though business offices remain open.
